\ 1. PROCLAMATION - Sons of the American Revolution

Clerk McKamey read the Proclamation and Mayor Moore declared June 9, 2006 as Sons of the
American Revolution Day in the City of Belleview.

‘ 2. PUBLIC HEARING: FINAL READING - ORDINANCE 2006-12 Animal Control

Clerk McKamey read title only of Ordinance 2006-12 and gave a brief review of the Ordinance.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Adopt Ordinance 2006-12 with an Amendment to
Section 18-61 limiting the number of animals to 4 and Commissioner Goldman seconded
the Motion.

Attorney Landt asked Commissioner Nadeau if his motion meant that individuals could have any
combination of cats and dogs totally 4 animals. Commissioner Nadeau stated that was correct
any combination of 4.

Mayor Moore stated that this was a Public Hearing and if anyone in the audience wanted to come
forward to discuss the Ordinance.

1) Ron Livsey came forward and stated that he wanted the City to uphold the current Ordinance
because the lots in Belleview were small and additional dogs would pose odor problems. Mr.
Livsey stated he had a problem right now with the 2 dogs that live behind him and getting the
owners to clean up after their pets.

2) Carol Cone came forward and stated dogs were protection and the City should be more
worried about the motorcycles.

3) Shirley Ford came forward and stated if you have more than 4 animals when you move here
what were you supposed to do with your animals. Ms. Ford stated that Section 18.41 was cruelty
to animals using dogs for medical science and dog snappers sell the dogs for medical science.
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The Clerk stated when you go through the annexation process if you were over the limit that
would be a nonconforming use. You could keep your pets until you come into conformance, but
you would not be allowed to replace them when they die. Attorney Landt stated to Mrs. Ford
that Section 18.41 dealt with people not burying their dead pets.

4) Terry Harris came forward and stated the lots in COB were 100x100 and some were even
80x100 and if you change this Ordinance they would have 4 dogs on very small lots. Mr. Harris
stated 4-6 big dogs bark all night and by the time the police get there they were quiet. Like
Commissioner Anderson said, we have to listen to the dogs bark all night. Mr. Harris stated that
he went to a seminar in the County and the second issue discussed was too many dogs so this
was not just a Belleview problem.

5) Lana Albright and her mother, Frieda Albright, came forward and asked who was going to
control the four dogs. Lana’s daughter was chased off her parents’ property into the street by a
neighbor’s dog and it was a safety issue in their own yard. We were told to carry a camera and
put the animals on film or call animal control.

Mayor Moore stated that this Ordinance would give the City more lead way to enforce the
policy. Attorney Landt stated the intent was to parallel the County’s Ordinance so that when
animal control comes to help the City, in they could enforce our Ordinance.

Ms. Albright stated it was her word against the owner’s and Attorney Landt stated two people
from two different households have to fill out an affidavit stating that the doge committed an act.
With those affidavits, the police or animal control do not have to see anything.

Frieda Albright stated the dog was 10 feet from her granddaughter and they were not sure what
the dog was going to do and the owner screamed and yelled at the dog. Mrs. Albright stated that
the leash law was worthless and this past Sunday the dog was back traveling across her back
yard.

6) Dr. Ron Shelley came forward and stated he was against this ordinance. There was a
difference if you had four small dogs or four big dogs, and he felt that the Commission should
restudy the Ordinance in regards to the different pet sizes.

7) Debbie Reed came forward and she was for the animals and the pet owners and agreed with
Dr. Shelley 100%. The Commission needs to be compassionate to the pet and pet owners. A
distinction needs to be made between vicious dogs; dogs that bark all the time; and those that
were not vicious. When you have to split up your pets, that was cruelty to animals and
horrendous because not all pet owners were irresponsible. When animals have good homes they
feel safe, secure, loveable, and compassionate. Many families have 3-6 dogs without any
problems.

8. Gail and Rodger Preset came forward and stated that they had just moved in and their dog was
the one that the Albrights talked about. When they got a letter from the City, they got rid of that
dog because of the problems they had with the Albrights. The dog ran away from the person they
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gave her to and they were fortunate to find her again because she had a microchip, she was
returned to them. They would hate that anyone would have to go through what they have been
through. How do you decide which pet to give away. As of yet, they do not have a fenced in yard
and they would like the City to increase the number of pets allowed to 4. Mr. Preset stated that
dogs get accustomed to certain things and they moved from 5 acres to a small piece of property
in the City. It takes animals time to adjust. The dog does not bite, but communicates by barking.
They have 3 dogs and they just want to keep the 3 dogs that they moved in with; they do not
want any more dogs.

4) Ann Raduns came forward and stated that she handed out an extensive packet to the
Commission which contained documents from the National Kennel Club which stated that
limiting the number of dogs was an ineffective solution to control. The bottom line was
responsible pet ownership. She stated that one of her dogs was a barking dog and she has a bark
collar for the dog and she has a 6 ft. fence to keep the pets contained.

Ms. Raduns stated that the City’s current Ordinance addresses noisy animals, odor and limits the
number of dogs to 2 which was unfair. Ms. Raduns stated that she would like to see this
Ordinance passed with an amendment to allow 4 pets per household especially since the
surrounding communities have taken their dog limit laws off the books.

5) Bob Dobkowski came forward and thanked the Attorney for the work he did on this
Ordinance to protect our children. Mr. Dobkowski stated he also wanted to thank Commissioner
Nadeau for making the motion with the change in the number of pets because he could just
picture an old lady with 4 cats and she would have to get rid of her pets; that would be sad if that
occurred.

6) Nancy Bankston came forward and stated that she doesn’t like the restrictions at all and
everyone brings her misplaced pets; all her pets are misplaced animals. She stated that animals
love you forever. The dog behind her house was abused and she called animal control and the
owners never responded. The dog was eventually dumped on the side of the road by the owners.
Animals were supposed to bark and there were irresponsible people in the world and always will
be. There were more things to worry about than the number of pets.

7) Fran M. stated she has lived in the City for 30 years and this was the first time she heard that
there was this ordinance. Dogs were her love and she doesn’t feel that the City should say if you
could have 2 dogs or 2 cats and when your inside animals go out, they need to be on a leash.

Attorney Landt stated that three issues had been discussed: barking; running and vicious dogs.
The existing Ordinance was codified in 1980 and had been on the books longer than he had been
the City’s Attorney. The language in our existing Code was general and Ordinances were more
specific now. Section 18.42 deals with dogs that run lose; section 18.43 deals with barking;
section 18.42(c) deals with vicious dogs. This Ordinance was modeled after the County’s
Ordinance and the basic effort was to codify the offensive conduct so when it occurs the animal
control officers could deal with the animals. The new ordinance would be better because it would
be more effective to enforce. The Attorney stated that a comment was made that the lots were
smaller than 100 feet and the Clerk stated that the minimum lot size in the City was 75x100.

The Attorney stated that the new ordinance was far superior to the old one.

Commissioner Goldman stated the bulk of the concerns were with the control of animals in
barking and odor. The Albright’s fear of the dog was a concern but that goes under animal
control and we have leash laws. If 3 dogs were in a back yard with a fence, there would not be
any issues. Mr. Harris had a Code issue because in part of the City there were smaller lots and
the Commissioner stated he had the same issue at his previous home in Hawks Point where his
neighbor had 3 dogs. There was a responsibility when you own pets. One lady did not know that
there was even an ordinance. The Commissioner stated that one person wanted us to leave the
ordinance the way it was and 6 said to change it, while 12 did not even know there were limits.

Commissioner Loar stated agreed that responsibility was the key word. There was a dog in her
community in a fenced area and he barks and howls when his family leaves, but that was what
animals do and the neighbors accept it.

Commissioner Nadeau stated he felt the same as Commissioner Goldman which goes back to
responsible pet ownership. If his daughter walks out and a loose dog comes up and scares her,
what was the procedure he should take. Attorney Landt stated first you would call animal control
at City Hall; then they send it to the County who would listen to the type of attack and will tell
you to find two different neighbors to sign an affidavit.

Commissioner Nadeau stated on Pg. 52, Schedule of Penalties states that the third citation
carries with it a mandatory court appearance. The City would not tolerate irresponsible pet
owners and being strict with pet owners was the way to accomplish this.

Mayor Moore stated in the Albright case the owners stated that the dog would never harm the
child, but you don’t know that. Most people were responsible with their dogs, but if they were
not on leases then you need to call City Hall and Code Enforcement would go out. Yards need to
be fenced in and dogs need to be on leases. With this ordinance we would have more
enforceability; the County has no limit and we were increasing our limit to 4 pets.

Commissioner Anderson stated we have a leash law and all items go through animal control.
Mayor Moore stated that the City would not have animal control 24 hrs a day. Commissioner
Anderson stated we could now let 2 people sign affidavits instead of the police going out and the
County would come in with the affidavits from the people.

Commissioner Anderson stated that the literature handed out stated they have no limits but the
bad animals were given dogs’ bad names. In the Ordinance were we requiring dangerous dogs to
be registered and Attorney Landt stated if they have been declared vicious. The proposed
ordinance shows the difference between dangerous and vicious dogs and how to deal with the
dogs.

This Ordinance was a big improvement and the biggest improvement was the concept dealing
with dogs that were dangerous but have not yet bitten someone.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.
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3. PUBLIC HEARING: FINAL READING ORDINANCE 2006-13 CARNIVAL

Clerk McKamey read Title Only of Ordinance 2006-13 and gave a brief review of the Ordinance.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Adopt Ordinance 2006-13 and Commissioner
Loar seconded the Motion.

Mayor Moore stated that this was a Public Hearing and if anyone in the audience wanted to come
forward to discuss the Ordinance. No one came forward.

Commissioner Nadeau stated that the carnival stressed some people out Friday night but it was a
nice addition to Founders’ Day. Commissioner Loar stated she heard good things about it.
Commissioner Anderson stated that the carnival was fine but their employees had some
problems.

Commissioner Goldman thought the carnival was charging a large amount of money for the rides
so it was not very citizen friendly. The Commissioner suggested pass by the carnival altogether
and for the City to spend the money to have it set it up and not charge the people.

Mayor Moore stated that usually they set up for 3 days and they paid for inspections but were
limited to one day so they needed to charge higher rates to make up the difference. The Mayor
stated she had complaints about the prices and she did not think it was a success and would not
want to go through it again.

Attorney Landt stated that this Ordinance provides that it would take a vote of 3 Commissioners
to grant permission. The Code states the use must be consistent and would not disturb the
citizens. The rides need to be a fair amusement for the price and if you want you could postpone
the Ordinance to a future date.

Commissioner Anderson made a Motion to postpone Ordinance 2006-13 until the second
meeting in June and Commissioner Goldman seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

\ 4. PUBLIC HEARING: Small Cities Community Development Block Grant

Mark Brewer, Angie Brewer & Associates came forward and stated that his company was
helping the City as CDBG consultants for the Community Development Block Grant and this
was the first of two required hearings.

The COB was planning to apply to the Florida Department of Community Affairs for a Small
City Development Block Grant of $700,000 to be used for the benefit of lower to moderate
income persons.

Commissioner Anderson stated this was for input on the block grant for the nursing school and
the Commissioner asked if a grant could be obtained for refurbishing the Grange Club. The City
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has talked about it for several years and the Grange was also known by the name of the old Civic
League building but it was not City owned.

Mr. Brewer stated that you would need a very well developed plan on who would be served by
that and be able to justify what activity would go on there, but it would be best to own it so you
could control the project. Mr. Brewer stated there were a couple of opportunities: a historical
grant; special category grants and depending on what its use would be, a possible cultural affairs
type program.

Commissioner Nadeau stated the purpose was of this hearing was to extend utilities and
construction to the nursing school. There was a definite need for CNA’s and RN’s in this area.
Mr. Brewer stated it was for the entire infrastructure to serve the property up to the property
line. The PWD stated it would be for turning lanes and things going up to the building, but not
for the construction of the building. Mr. Brewer stated the primary focus was so that that it
would create jobs at the site and training individuals so that in the future the program would
move people from low to moderate income to a higher level.

\ 6. INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT - State Attorney’s Office \
Attorney Landt stated this was an Interlocal Agreement with State Attorney’s office to enforce
the City’s Code Violations that were misdemeanors. He met with Brad King, State Attorney,
who furnished him with the format used throughout the Circuit.

There would be a fee and if the City had more than 60 cases a year, it would have to renegotiate
the fee agreement with State Attorney’s office. The City would also have to open an Escrow
Account so they could be paid without billing. The year to year agreement could be terminated
by either party with written notice. The Attorney stated he recommend the Commission approve
the agreement so that the City could enforce the misdemeanor Code violations and also
authorize the Mayor to sign the document.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve the Agreement and Authorize the
Mayor to Execute the Document and Commissioner Goldman seconded the Motion.

Commissioner Anderson stated if we win our case could we include the costs and the Attorney
stated he would ask for court costs, but could not guarantee you would get them. Lt. Holland
stated that currently the State Attorney’s office uses a cost restitution sheet that includes the costs
incurred. The Attorney stated the City can ask for it on that sheet, but that decision would be up
to the Judge.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.
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7. RELEASE OF LIEN

Clerk McKamey stated that this lien was placed on this parcel for unpaid charges as a result of
non compliance with the City Code; the lien was fully satisfied on May 6, 2006. Commissioner
Nadeau asked why the Commission had to approve the release and the Clerk stated that was per
State Statute.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Release the Lien and Commissioner Loar
seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

8. RECREATION LAND

Mayor Moore stated that Mr. Boone purchased all the vacant property around the ball park and
he was willing to sell some of it to the City for $60,000/acre which was what he paid. The City
needs around 20 acres for recreation land.

Commissioner Goldman stated that 20 acres was going to cost a huge amount of money and he
liked the idea of a funding source, but does not like the idea to raise taxes to pay for the land.
The Commissioner asked if the City could get by with 10 acres which would be half the cost.
The Clerk stated that the Comprehensive Plan requires 10 acres per 1000 citizens. The City owns
just less than 40 acres and the population was close to 4000. The City needs to be looking for
land to be in compliance with the Comprehensive Plan.

Commissioner Goldman stated with 10 acres we would be able to expand ball field and get
recreation space in the new developments. The Clerk stated citizens could go to the private parks
in new developments or to the City owned parks. Since private parks were not open to the
citizens of Belleview the parks in developments would not apply towards the Comprehensive
Plan.

Commissioner Anderson stated he would recommend when developers come in to develop, they
donate to the City the recreation land per how many homes they build using the State formula.

Commissioner Loar stated the Commission discussed 27 acres on the other side of town for
recreation, but she was not pleased having to pay that much money. Mayor Moore stated if we
don’t the City would be land locked in at the ball park and we could possible pursue it with the
impact fees as Commissioner Anderson suggested.

Commissioner Nadeau stated 1000 houses were on the verge of being built in COB limits and
Mr. Boone was developing 600-800 homes in his subdivision. If it takes $2 million to buy the
land and develop it into recreation area divided that by 1000 new homes and that comes to
$200/home. Would it be possible to bond it and pay out of the impact fee towards recreation. The
taxpayers would only pay for the maintenance because the cost of purchasing and developing
would be paid out of new home construction. The Mayor stated we need an impact fee study
done; a Recreation Impact Fee Workshop was set for 6/15/06 at 6:00 PM.
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Commissioner Anderson stated the developer gives the City the land. The developer develops it
and then the City has the impact fee and everything was paid for from within and not by the
citizens. The Clerk stated that she would work with Angie Brewer & Associates to see if the
City could pledge impact fees to pay for the purchase of the land.

9. JULY 4, 2006 COMMISSION MEETING

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Cancel the 7/4/06 Commission meeting and
reschedule the meeting to 7/5/06 and Commissioner Loar seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

10. RATE RESOLUTIONS

The Clerk stated that the Resolutions in the Agenda were proposed resolutions. The Animal
Control Resolution was based on the fees that the County currently collects. The Water Impact
Fees were addressed earlier and the additional late fees were also. The Clerk stated she wanted
the Commission to approve advertising for a public hearing at the next meeting.

Commissioner Anderson asked about the late fees. The PWD stated that after the discussion at
the last meeting our policy for cut off for non payment was changed. It was suggested that an
additional late fee of $10 be put in place after the 25" but before the City actually turns the water
off. Mayor Moore stated she suggested an additional late charge at the last meeting.

Commissioner Anderson stated that he would need a break down of what the City was charging
for water bills and for late charges. The PWD stated the bills go out on the first of each month
and late notices go out on the fifteenth of each month. After the fifteenth, a 10% late charge goes
into effect and if the bill was not paid by the 25™ the process to turn the water off goes into place.
The old process was that if not paid by the 25" you were considered disconnected from the
system whether physically turned off or not. The PWD stated that staff sat down and reworked
the fees to accommodate the new policy.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to approve advertising for Public Hearing and
Commissioner Goldman seconded the Motion.

Commissioner Anderson asked if we made any changes to the fees it would be alright if you had
already advertised and Attorney Landt stated that was correct and the fees would be based on the
results of the Public Hearing.

Commissioner Anderson made a Motion to Postpone this Issue and Commissioner
Goldman seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
NO: Nadeau
The Motion passed with a 4-1 vote.
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PWD Monroe stated that the Water Connection Fees were what the City charges to cover our
cost to connect someone to the system. The PWD stated they were looking at a new meter
reading system called the Fix Base Electronic Reading System. He would like to start phasing in
that new system because several large developments were about to start building. The PWD
stated he wanted to start installing part of that equipment and implement the connection fees that
would buy the new equipment. This system was an advancement to the touch read system that
the City now uses and would be proposed in the budget.

11. DOT - 441 Sidewalks

The PWD stated the City only received one bid for this project and he was not sure it was
responsive and it was well over the amount allocated. The PWD was recommending. to have the
Commission reject the bid and authorize him to re-bid the project. The PWD stated that the
approximate budget for this project was $250,000 and the bid that came in on this project was
$791,198.77.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Reject the bid and approve re-biding the project
and Commissioner Goldman seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

12. 484 SIDEWALK PROJECT

PWD Monroe stated this project was going through a Local Area Planning Agreement with
DOT. This project was held up because of DOT’s red tape and was finally worked out and ready
to bid. PWD stated he was asking the Commission to approve putting the project out to bid.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve putting the project for Sidewalks on
484 out to bid and Commissioner Loar seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

13. TASK AUTHORIZATION 102 PL SIDEWALK DESIGN

The PWD stated the intention was to fund this through the developer’s contribution, but that
project was on hold because the developer had some problems. Other development has occurred
on that road and the City was requiring installation of sidewalks. The Commission authorized
him to get a Task Authorization for the design and plans of the sidewalks so when people came
on line we would have the plans available for the sidewalks in front of their business. Task
Authorization was from Abshier Engineering in the amount of $6,250.00 to get the sidewalks
designed and plans produced.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve the Task Authorization from the Gas
Tax and Commissioner Goldman seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Loar, Moore
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NO: Anderson
The Motion passed with a 4-1 vote.

14. DIASTER RECOVERY SERVICE CONTRACT

PWD Monroe stated in the last few years, some hurricanes which produced debris and the City
was able to piggy back on the County’s Agreement to remove the storm debris that was left by
the hurricanes. The PWD stated he does not want to be caught unprepared and he went to the
County to see if the City could piggy back on their contract again with Grubbs. They County and
Grubbs was willing to service the City with the same terms as the County. If the City does not
need the service there would be no obligation to pay any thing.

The PWD stated he was asking the Commission for permission to have the Mayor sign the letter
of intent to piggy back onto the Marion County contract for disaster recovery with Grubbs
Environmental. The PWD stated that the City was reimbursed by FEMA 95% of the money that
was spent on the hurricanes.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve entering into the Piggy Back
Agreement with the County with Grubbs and Commissioner Loar seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Goldman, Anderson, Loar, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

15. DEPARTMENT HEADS

PWD Monroe — stated the Children at Play Sign that Commissioner Goldman brought to his
attention had been installed.

PWD stated he attended a County meeting where they discussed the FEMA flood maps and the
Blitch Property was in a designated flood area. The PWD talked to the Engineers, but had not
heard back from them on requiring 11” of storage.

The PWD stated a meeting was set with the County for 5/17 on the Territorial Service
Agreement.

The PWD stated that he spoke with Progress Energy and was told that they were waiting for the
permits from DOT to finish up 441. Progress Energy had no comment on C-25 and were
checking on the arm extensions for Baseline Road. The PWD stated he was not getting a good
response from Progress Energy.

Attorney Landt stated the City could send a letter to the Public Service Commission and send a
copy to Progress Energy. Commissioner Anderson stated that he had talked to Progress Energy
and they admitted they dropped the ball on C-25 and Baseline Road. A new law went into effect
for street lights and DOT and Progress Energy had not ironed it out yet. The Commissioner
suggested letting them have a few more weeks since they were upfront and admitted they made
an error.
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The PWD stated that he visited the retention ponds at Publix and the electric motors in the lift
station were working properly but the generator did not even have a battery in it; a letter went out
to St. John’s, the owners and the Commission.

Marion County would hold a workshop where the Drainage Engineer would discuss the FEMA
flood maps and there would be a series of meetings held. He asked the County to coordinate with
the COB for those meetings. They have to have public meetings and they also would hold some
outreach meetings to educate the citizens even though they were not required.

IT Coordinator Towne — stated that last week he and the Deputy City Clerk attended a Laser
Fiche Training session in Winter Springs and it was a very informative training session.

Lt. Holland - Nothing at this time.

Clerk McKamey - After some discussion on the dates, the Budget Workshop meetings were
scheduled for 7/17, 7/19, 8/ 2, 8/3 and 8/4 at 6:00 PM

Kirk Boone for Cobblestone North has an irrevocable Letter of Credit $675,000 for completion
of the subdivision. The City went out and did a site inspection and while not totally complete
they were getting to the final stages. The speed limits signs and cable lines were very close to
being done and the Clerk was asking for permission to release the letter of credit once
everything was properly completed instead of waiting until the next meeting.

The PWD stated the only things left were the cable TV and they go along the road with the sewer
lines. The Clerk stated they would call for another inspection and when completed to our
satisfaction, we would release the Letter of credit. Attorney Landt stated if they install cable in
the vicinity of water and sewer lines there was the potential of damage and the letter of credit
was assurance in case the developer would not fix it. The PWD stated this developer has had a
good reputation with the City in the past and he had no reason to believe that he would not come
back and take care of anything that might happen.

Mayor Moore stated waiting two additional weeks would not make a difference. Attorney Landt
stated if you don’t release the line of credit it could affect Mr. Boone because this was a
significant amount of money and it would have an affect on his ability to get a letter of credit or
perhaps another project. A favorable inspection had been done and two things need to be
corrected so if you approved the release, you would do that on the favorable inspection that was
already made. When the PWD reported that the major infrastructure was in place and there was
no damage to the items already inspected and when the cable lines were in place he would then
authorize the release of the letter of credit.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve Releasing the Letter of Credit based on
the conditions that the Attorney just stated and Commissioner Loar seconded the Motion.

On roll call vote, YES: Nadeau, Loar
NO: Goldman, Anderson, Moore
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The Motion failed with a 2-3 vote.

Clerk McKamey stated she would be making copies for everyone of the article in the 1/2006
Quality Cities magazine that Commissioner Anderson discussed. The Clerk stated she was on the
Board of directors of the Public Policy Institute and they were doing a study on the impact
affordable housing in the Marion County area and that would be released in June or July.

‘ 16. COMMISSION COMMENTS

Commissioner Goldman stated he was honored to speak at the Law Enforcement Ceremony for
Officers Killed On Duty in 2005.

Commissioner Nadeau asked about the Baseball League Agreements and the Sweat Equity Grant
for the Girls Softball Program. The PWD stated there was meeting being scheduled with the
leagues to discuss those matters and the Commissioner was invited to attend. The Commissioner
asked if the appraisal had been ordered on the Amdor property and the Clerk stated it would be
ordered within a week, but Mr. Amdor wanted to make it clear that he was not binding himself to
the City.

Commissioner Loar — stated she also went to the Law Enforcement Ceremony and the officers
were a fine looking group in their uniforms.

Commissioner Anderson - discussed the finger printing at the ball park and the Attorney stated
he neglected to research that and would do it after the staff meeting. The Clerk stated that she
went to the website and got the information and only employees need to be finger printed.

Commissioner Anderson asked if the sign on Front Street was legal and Ms. Pittsley, Code
Enforcement Officer, stated they were sited for a Code Violation and they were working with the
City to correct the violation. Attorney Landt stated at the staff meeting the two items discussed
were first the location of the sign and second the fact there was not a permit pulled.

Commissioner Anderson stated the reason he voted against the sidewalks was because the Front
Street road and the traffic light would save lives and that was more important than the sidewalks.

Mayor Moore — discussed the police officers parking in the media with the plants and asked the
Lt. to stop that.

Mayor More stated that there would be the first Code Committee meeting on 5/23 and if there
were any ordinances that the Commissioners wanted addressed first, let the City Clerk know.

Mayor Moore stated we need to come to a decision on the City Manager position. She stated she
would like to hold a workshop and brain storm on what each Commissioner thinks that the City
would need in the next 10 years. The Mayor stated that she strongly felt that the City needs a
Planner to help with the growth the City was experiencing, but if the Commission decided to go
with a City Manager she would support that provided the individual had enough experience so
the staff could learn from them.
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Commissioner Nadeau stated he would go along with a workshop but not until after the budget
meetings and then they could bring some long range input. Commissioner Goldman agreed with
the workshop and thought it was a wise idea, because he felt that the City needs this position.
The last time around, he voted against the person, but he was not against the position.
Commissioner Anderson stated lets move on and have the workshop in May and ask one of the
Range Riders to come in and work with us.

Commissioner Nadeau stated to bring someone from the outside in to give us some input like the
City Manager of Ocala. We could share with a person in that position and ask what we should be
doing. Mayor Moore stated we need to bring in not only a City Manager but a Planner as well,
because the Commission is divided on which position the City needs. The Clerk stated she would
contact the Institute of Government and get a Facilitator for the workshop who would allow the
Commission to express and focus on their different ideas. Commissioner Goldman stated he
wanted it to be very clear for the record, that he did not want Mr. Dodge coming back to help us.

Commissioner Loar stated she spoke with Barry Evans, Range Rider, during the last set of
interviews for City Manager and felt he could help out; and also bring in another City Manager
to tell us what they actually do each day. The City Manager/Planner workshop was scheduled for
6/22/06 at 6:00 PM.
