8. MICHAEL McMURRER - INVENTORY AND MAINTENANCE OF STREET
LIGHTS

Mr. McMurrer came forward and stated he had 20 years of utility experience with Progress
Energy. The City of Belleview was the first City to go from Incandescent to Mercury vapor
lighting, then from Mercury vapor lighting to High Pressure Solar lighting. The purpose was to
enhance the safety of citizens and visitors.

The City was becoming darker as more street lights were not repaired. Around Lake Lillian there
were 62 lights not working. Traffic safety becomes a concern and crime becomes a concern.
Estimated cost was $12 dollars per unit that the City was paying Progress Energy and receiving
nothing. This covers only one quadrant of the City. Mr. McMurrer stated his solution was to
immediately identify an employee to go out at night and find all the non-working lights and
identify them. Then call Progress Energy to have them repaired rapidly. If one employee worked
one evening for four hours and if they identified only four lights, it would be a wash. During the
day an employee and Progress Energy would need to map the nonworking units and he would be
happy to help with this project.

Mayor Moore stated it was a great solution and it was something the City could achieve. Maybe
Mr. McMurrer could help since he had connections with Progress Energy because it takes them
longer and longer to respond since they were now were located in North Carolina.

Mayor Moore stated some public works employees could start going through the city and
identifying the nonworking lights. Commissioner Nadeau stated the first night or two when they
take the inventory Mr. McMurrer should go along with the employees.

|9. BELLEVIEW PIZZA PARKING LOT

Tony Manserra owner of Belleview Pizza came forward and stated he was there to address his
parking lot. He purchased property behind Belleview Pizza to try to improve his property and
pave and to get extra parking. A larger retention area would help his retention, the City’s water,
etc. He lost nine parking spaces due to the buffer that was needed. He was asking to do an
Ordinance to do away with the buffer on the property since he had a 6 foot wall on his property
dividing the street and his other property and that was a buffer zone already. If it was not
possible to do that, he would like to leave it the way it was and he was asking permission to put
pervious paving there instead of rock for the safety of his customers. PWD stated Mr. Manserra
would put in regular asphalt not pervious paving.

Commissioner Goldman stated he liked all of Mr. Manserra’s ideas and would support the
waiver. If you make people adhere to our buffering all the time they would be buying properties
they could not use.
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Mr. Shrum stated a 5 foot landscape buffer was what was required between the parking area.
This was discussed with the LDR committee and the City does not have anything in place right
now but it affects both the property owners and the City.

Mayor Moore stated the benefits of waiving the buffer (the retention pond) made it an easy
decision. Mr. Manserra stated he bought the property to improve the parking lot and draining
area. PWD Monroe stated there was more benefit to the trade off than what the City would lose.

Attorney Landt stated there was no procedure to just waive these requirements; they had to go
through the variance process which had a $350.00 application fee. The Attorney suggested that
Mr. Manserra apply for a variance and that the application fee could be waived. That was the
proper procedure for him to follow. Mr. Shrum stated it would take a minimum of two months to
do the variance. Mr. Manserra stated he wanted to do the parking lot this year if possible since he
closed his restaurant every year in June for two weeks.

Mayor Moore stated the variance should be completed by June. PWD Monroe stated no permits
were needed and they had reviewed the site plan so it should be ready to proceed. The PWD
stated Mr. Manserra would put in regular asphalt not pervious paving.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Waive the Application Fee For a Variance and to
Convey the Commission Support of the Variance to the P&Z Board and Commissioner
Goldman seconded the Motion.

The roll call vote, YES: Loar, Nadeau, Goldman, Dobkowski, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

10. ALTERNATIVE WASTE SERVICES BOND

Jerry Lourenco stated he wanted to try to get the wording changed in the bid package for the
future so that the City would accept a letter of credit. The County accepts them and most people
would rather have a letter of credit than the bond. Mr. Lourenco stated he was trying to make the
process easier because the bond was so hard to get.

Mayor Moore stated she had no problem with the letter of credit, but she did not think the City
could change it without rebidding the contract. Attorney Landt stated Mr. Lourenco was not
asking to change the conditions under the current contract so there was no issue. Mr. Lourenco’s
request would be considered when it was time to rebid the contract. However, the impact of
(performance) failure would be much greater for COB than it would be for larger governmental
entities such as Marion County.

Mr. Lourenco stated he did not think the City needed a $300,000 bond because if his company
did not perform there would be other companies that would immediately step up and fulfill that
contract. It might cost around $8,000 which would not be a financial hardship to the City.
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Mayor Moore stated the Attorney was just trying to protect the City since that was the first
requirement. The PWD stated this would only apply to the garbage contract, but the City might
want to consider this request for all our projects as well.

|11. UNSCHEDULED AUDIENCE

a) Mr. John Willison came forward and stated he would like to propose an ordinance on
involuntary annexation and eminent domain. Mayor Moore stated that Monday night there was a
meeting on annexation and Mr. Willison stated he would attend that meeting but would like to be
on the next agenda as well.

b) Ginger Harbin came forward and stated she experienced Progress Energy billing for a light
that did not exist. She stated Mr. McMurrer made a very good point earlier tonight to get
Progress Energy motivated because she had been trying for two years to get them to come out
and trim trees around the poles and it was getting close to our Hurricane season. Mayor Moore
asked Ms. Harbin to give the City the addresses for the trees so they could take care of them.

12. INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT - HWY 484 Property

PWD Monroe stated the Commission had reviewed this Interlocal agreement before but there
were some changes; if it met with the Commission approval, the City would send it back to the
County.

Commissioner Dobkowski asked Attorney Landt if he was comfortable with the changes and
Attorney Landt stated he was. Commissioner Nadeau asked if this agreement included the sale of
the land for the fire station and Attorney Landt stated it did not.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve the Interlocal Agreement With the
County and Commissioner Loar seconded the Motion.

Commissioner Nadeau Amended His Motion to Approve the Interlocal Agreement With
the County and Include for the Mayor To Sign the Interlocal Agreement and
Commissioner Loar Accepted the Amendment.

The roll call vote, YES: Loar, Nadeau, Goldman, Dobkowski, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

13. INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT - Temporary Potable Water Service

PWD Monroe stated this was the current agreement with the County. It was an extension under
the same terms and this was for the portion north of the railroad tracks.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Enter Into the Interlocal Agreement and To Have
the Mayor Sign the Interlocal Agreement and Commissioner Dobkowski seconded the
Motion.

The roll call vote, YES: Loar, Nadeau, Goldman, Dobkowski, Moore
The Motion passed with a 5-0 vote.
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14. WPC - Request For Final Payment

PWD Monroe stated this a final request for payment from the contractor for the treatment plant;
the work was completed and the PWD recommend approve this request.

Commissioner Nadeau made a Motion to Approve the Payment of Request #13 in the
amount of $137,230.57 and Commissioner Goldman seconded the Motion.
